Dear Colleague:

As you know, CETL processes the Course/Instructor Opinion Survey (CIOS) results for the
Institute. For 45 academic terms (39 quarters and 6 semesters—excluding summer sessions), we
have been collecting data and reporting descriptive statistics that provide a basis for interpreting
individual ratings (categorized by class size because our experience and the general research
confirm that class size is a primary variable explaining significant differences in evaluation
scores).

Beginning in the Fall 2001 semester, a new streamlined COIS was implemented. The new
survey—designed by representatives of faculty, students, and administration—reduced the number
of core questions from 24 to 10 and eliminated cluster scores. One result of this is the new
contents of the attached descriptive statistics report.

The new report focuses just on question 10, “The instructor was an effective teacher” (formerly
question 24). To provide the most meaningful comparisons with individual scores, we report
statistics on question 10 for each term in the academic year and cumulative results since 2001.
This will allow faculty to compare their scores with distributions for the specific semesters and
for multi-year periods. As before, central tendencies and distributions of the question are
reported by class size category and by college, as well as for the entire Institute. The following
notation will help you interpret the attached reports:

e “N”is the number of classes in a particular population frame.

e “Median” is the middle value of an ordered array of classes’ interpolated median scores.

e The columns “Cut 1,” “Cut 2,” “Cut 3,” and “Cut 4” indicate the quintile values (20th,
40™ 60™, and 80™ percentiles) in the distribution. These values are also drawn on the
accompanying charts for the cumulative distribution.

e The values range from 1 to 5, where 1 is strongly disagree and 5 is strongly agree.
